Certified PROFIBUS Engineer DP - 20-23 Mar, 24 – 27 Apr, 19 - 22 Jun 06 (Also available on-site for up to 8 people)

For engineers wishing to build their careers around PROFIBUS, companies wanting to benchmark their technical staff or consultants seeking a recognised professional qualification in industrial networking, an opportunity to train for Certified PROFIBUS Engineer status.

Students also learn how to use a soft digital storage oscilloscope in conjunction with these tools to diagnose and accurately locate cable, connection and device faults.
